Satan, the Devil, has schemes, strategies and tactics. (Eph. 6:11, 16)

The devil seeks to devour, to destroy. (1 Peter 5:8)

The Devil has a communion table. (1 Cor. 10:19-21)

The Devil has doctrines, ““doctrines of demons.” (1 Tim. 4:1-3)

Satan uses deception, subversion. (Rev. 12:9; 20:10)

Satan, ““the god of this age, has blinded the eyes of the unbelieving.” (2 Cor. 4:3, 4)
Satan is a tempter. (Matt. 4:1-11; cf. Gen. 3:1-7; 1 Tim. 2:13-15)

Satan disguises himself as an angel of light. (2 Cor. 11:13-15; cf. Gal. 1:8)
Satan is a counterfeiter and “is the spirit of the antichrist.” We must “test the
spirits to see whether they are from God.” (1 John 4:1-3) He is the adversary.
(1 Peter 5:8)

Satan has many false prophets, false apostles, deceitful workers, wolves in
sheep’s clothes.” (Matt. 7:15; 2 Cor. 11:13; 2 Peter 2:1-3, 10-19; Jer. 5:30-31;
cf. Gal. 1.9)

The devil uses “the trickery of men, by craftiness in deceitful scheming.”
(Eph. 4:14; cf. 4:27)
